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Kontextualny vyvoj kristolégie papeza Leva Velkého

Papez Lev Velky je znamy najma svojim kristologickym listom Ad Flavianum — epistula 28
(rok 449), ktory ovplyvnil dogmatické ucenie Chalcedénskeho koncilu. Tento list vsak nebol
cast’ou vychodnych cirkvi prijaty a vznikli viaceré odmietavé reakcie (monofyzitské cirkvi), na ktoré
Lev Velky epistularne a homileticky reagoval. V roku 458 preto publikoval svoj druhy kristologicky
list, t. z. Druhy Tomus — epistula 164, v ktorom sa snazil vyjadrit’ kristologicky postoj k slovnikom,
ktory by bol prijatel'ny pre vychodné nechalcedénske monofyzitské cirkvi. Zamerom prace je
systematicka historicko-teologicka analyza Levovych zakladnych kristologickych textov (Prvy a
Druhy Tomus) v kontexte sprievodnych homiletickych a epistolarnych vyjadreni, $pecifikacia a
analyza spolo¢nych a rozdielnych postojov v kontexte relevantnosti Levovej kristologie pre

sucasnost’.

Contextual development of the Christology of Pope Leo the Great

Pope Leo the Great is best known for his Christological letter Ad Flavianum - epistula 28
(vear 449), which influenced the dogmatic teachings of the Council of Chalcedon. However, this
letter was not accepted by a part of the Eastern Churches, and there were several negative reactions
(Monophysite Churches), to which Leo the Great responded in his letters and his homilies. In 458,
therefore, he published his second Christological letter, i.e. The second Tomus - epistle 164, in
which he tried to express the Christological position in a vocabulary that would be acceptable to
the Eastern non-Chalcedonian Monophysite Churches. The purpose of this dissertation is a
systematic historical-theological analysis of Leo's basic Christological texts (First and Second
Tomes) in the context of accompanying expressions in his homilies and letters, specification and
analysis of common and different positions in the context of the relevance of Leo's Christology
for the present.
