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Moralna teolégia medzi zakonom a darom: koncilova obnova vo svetle biblickej
antropolégie a pastoracného rozliSovania

Dizerta¢na praca sa zameriava na obnovu moralnej teoloégie po Druhom vatikinskom
koncile, osobitne na teologické napitie medzi zakonom a darom. Vychadza z tézy, ze postkoncilova
obnova moralnej teolégie nepredstavuje oslabenie normativity, ale jej hlbsiu teologicku
reinterpretaciu vo svetle biblickej antropoldgie, v ktorej primat patri Boziemu daru, vzt'ahu,
slobode, solidarite a milosrdenstvu. Praca analyzuje limity predkoncilového normativno-
kazuistického modelu, koncilovy antropologicky obrat vyjadreny najma v konstitacii Gaudinm et
spes, biblicku reflexiu Papezskej biblickej komisie a si¢asni moralno-teologicku diskusiu. Osobitna
pozornost’ je venovana pastoracnému rozliSovaniu ako integralnemu principu aplikacie moralnych
noriem v konkrétnych dejinnych situaciach. Metodologicky praca kombinuje historicko-teologicku
analyzu, hermeneuticku interpretaciu kI'acovych magisterialnych a biblickych textov a systematicka
syntézu. Cielom je navrhnat’ model moralnej teoldgie ,,medzi zakonom a darom®, v ktorom je
norma chapana ako sprostredkovanie daru a pedagogika zrelej slobody. Prinos prace spociva v
prehibeni koncilovej obnovy moralnej teolégie a v objasneni vztahu medzi normou a milost’ou,
slobodou a zodpovednost'ou, spravodlivostou a milostrdenstvom v sluzbe formacie osoby i
spolocenstva.

Moral Theology between Law and Gift: The Conciliar Renewal in the Light of
Biblical Anthropology and Pastoral Discernment

This doctoral dissertation focuses on the renewal of moral theology after the Second
Vatican Council, with particular attention to the theological tension between law and gift. It is
based on the thesis that post-conciliar renewal does not imply a weakening of moral normativity,
but rather its deeper theological reinterpretation in the light of biblical anthropology, where
primacy is given to God’s gift, relationship, freedom, solidarity, and mercy. The study examines the
limits of the pre-conciliar normative and casuistic model, the anthropological turn of the Council
expressed especially in Gaudinm et spes, the biblical reflection of the Pontifical Biblical Commission,
and contemporary debates in moral theology. Special attention is devoted to pastoral discernment
as an integral principle for applying moral norms in concrete historical situations. Methodologically,
the dissertation combines historical-theological analysis, hermeneutical interpretation of key
magisterial and biblical texts, and systematic synthesis. Its aim is to propose a model of moral
theology “between law and gift,” in which moral norm is understood as a mediation of gift and as
a pedagogy of mature freedom. The expected contribution of the dissertation lies in deepening the
conciliar renewal of moral theology and in clarifying the relationship between norm and grace,
freedom and responsibility, justice and mercy, in the service of forming both the person and the
community.
