Novoveké koncepcie racionality a ich désledky pre dialég vedy a krest’anstva

Praca sa zameriava na analyzu novovekych koncepcii racionality, ktoré sa formovali v
kontexte vzniku modernej vedy. Ciefom je preskimat’, ako rozdielne epistemologické modely
racionality v novovekom mysleni ovplyvnili chidpanie istoty, dokazu a legitimity poznania.
Pozornost’ sa sustred’uje na racionalistické a empirické pristupy ako aj pokusy o ich syntézu. Praca
vychadza z toho, ze napatia medzi vedou a krest’anstvom maji casto epistemologicky povod a
suvisia s rozdielnymi kritériami racionality. Vysledkom je konceptualna reflexia moznost{ a limitov
dial6gu medzi vedeckym a nabozenskym poznanim bez ich redukcie.

Modern Conceptions of Rationality and Their Implications for the Dialogue between
Science and Christianity

The thesis focuses on an analysis of modern conceptions of rationality as they emerged in
the context of the rise of modern science. Its aim is to examine how different epistemological
models of rationality in modern thought shaped understanding of certainty, evidence, and the
legitimacy of knowledge. Attention is given to rationalist and empiricist approaches, as well as to
attempts at their synthesis. The study proceeds from the assumption that tensions between science
and Christianity often have an epistemological rather than a doctrinal origin and are closely related
to differing criteria of rationality. The outcome is a conceptual reflection on the possibilities and
limits of dialogue between scientific and religious forms of knowledge without reducing one to the
other.
